Student”
James Stewart has heated exchange

with resident over Halper farm
By Cheryl Orson, Staff Writer

While the time may be running short before time
limits are to be imposed during the next public meeting
in Piscataway, tempers are also running short.

This was most evident during the Township
Council's public meeting Monday, when a Rutger's
University Russian foreign exchange student, Viktor
Kaplan, spoke before the governing body in heavily
Slavonic-accented English, clearly expressing his views
on the controversial happenings concerning the Cornell
Dairy Farm owned by the Hal per family.

Council President James Stewart, conversely,
minced no words with a loud, haranguing response
providing sharp contrast between scholarly debate and
outright and what members of the public said they
considered uncouth political back-room brawling.

"In the Soviet Union in the 1930's, the farmers were
complaining as the government was taking away their
farms," Kaplan said. "They were also led to believe that
Communist (Party Leader Joseph) Stalin didn't know,
but I think you (the Council) do. | know I'm making an
analogy here and | know it may sound painful and it
hurts, but | don't think it hurts as much as having the
Halper family suffer under your condemnation. | don't
know if you guys have read the Bible, but | believe it
says 'do unto others'. | think you know the rest. So you
(the Council) can show how consistent you are, I'r
asking you to join me in supporting the condemning of
your property."

"You're saying thisis painful for usto hear; frankly,
it's ridiculous for us to hear - to compare us to Stalin,"
said Stewart, going on to state that land can't be taken
without due process, currently underway, adding if the
land were to be condemned, the property owners would
be entitled to "every penny of fair market value."

"l think for you to say that we are like Stalinist
Russiawhere we just go in and drive the peasants off the
farms and if they complain we hang them is absolutely
ridiculous. You should be embarrassed for standing up
therel" Stewart said, slumping into what other members
of the public said they considered to be a belittling,
demeaning tirade.
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"You should be embarrassed for standing up there like that in
front of the public! To compare us to the Stalinist regime of
your great, great grandfather is absolutely ludicrous! You
should be embarrassed. | don't know where you get the
chutzpah to stand there and say that to us! You should be
embarrassed!”

Kaplan, however, despite what appeared to be an
overwhelming barrage emanating from a man twice his size
and voice, stoically stood his ground. "It really doesn't matter,
the family still wants to keep their farm,” said Kaplan
determinedly. "It'sreally not a question of whether or not they
are getting fair market value for their property. The farm is
theirs. | don't see how you're (Stewart) saying it's all that much
different (compared with Stalinist Russia). Just saying that
there's a legal process behind this, but the fact of the matter is
that | believeit'stheir property and they should keep it."

Councilman Mark Hardenberg, in contrast to Stewart's
exaggerated, and at times almost hysterical, response, tried to
lower the tension in the still echoing tile-floored council
Chambers. "I would just like to say, people come up and speak
at the microphone - we don't always agree, but 1'd like to thank
you Mr. Kaplan, for your comments," said Hardenberg, in his
best conciliatory and apologetic efforts.

Stewart's reaction was not lost on the public, either. Long
time resident Don Brown, a former supporter of former Mayor
Helen Merolla in her failed independent mayoral bid, told
Stewart exactly what he thought of his behavior. "I'm afraid |
must say that the performance of the Council President tonight
has been below par,” said Brown disgustedly. "In the past we
have had professionalism - polite disagreement. Tonight we
seem to be back into the attack dog status that occurred during
the campaign.

Stewart then interrupted and asked Brown if someone
called him a fascist and compared him to Stalin would he,
Brown, then say "Yes, sir, thank you for your comments."
Brown calmly replied, "I think the presenter's input spoke for
itself... | think it did not require a raising of the voice and
embarrassing a person from the township. | would like to see
professionalism return, and let's treat the town's taxpayers with
alittle dignity."

Whether imposing a5 minute time limit on public speakers
at the next open meeting on March 6 will restore
professionalism and dignity to these tense meetings remains to
be seen.

Members of the public were also concerned as to whether
students like Kaplan, who have expressed an interest in
becoming a part of their newly-adopted township, will return
after receiving this unlikely and extremely unwelcome
treatment.

Libertarians believe that any
Joe, Mary or Paula can run their lives better
than politicians can for them, as long as their
actions are peaceful. The current government
has not lived by this tenet, and the Halpers are
just the latest victims in the government’s
game of political back scratching.

Dear Editor,

On March 24, 2001, at the NJLPs Annua
Convention, the membership voted to amend the NJLP's
dues sharing policy with county organizations to the
following:

“That the NJLP alocate $5 per member per
year to active county organizations that have a treasurer
and bank account, membership figures to be based on
those members who paid state dues of at least $15 to the
NJLP during the year ended on the first day of the
month preceding the month when the convention is
held; that $5 to be paid before the end of the month
following the convention”.

Though this resolution was passed by the
majority of the members present (19 in favor, 11
opposed), it is not the will of al members. | do not
approve of this policy. When | pay dues to the NJLP, |
expect that this money will be used by the NJLP for the
NJLP, not allocated to support other organizations. If |
am going to contribute money to a county organization,
| want to do so of my own free will, not by a mandate
issued by the state party. Each county organization
should be self-supporting. However, in order to make
this policy more acceptable to all members, it should be
further amended to include the language "as directed by
each member" after "and bank account.”

By amending this policy as |'ve suggested, each
member would retain the right to decide whether a
portion of his or her dues should be given to his or her
county organization. This could be accomplished by
revising the current membership and renewa forms to
include a check-off box that asks if the member would
like $5 directed to his or her county organization.

The members who voted for the above
resolution have forgotten that, as libertarians, we
believe that each person should have the right to live in
whatever manner he or she deems appropriate as long as
this does not violate the rights of others. This includes
the right to alocate one's own funds. This new dues
sharing policy is anti-individual and replaces the right
of county organizations to charge dues with a state party
imposed, coercive alocation of members funds.

We should amend the current dues sharing
policy to include the above-mentioned language. If
other members agree, please contact the steering
committee to tell your representatives to restore our
freedom to choose.
