The Second Amendment in a New Millennium
Firstin a series of articles by Richard Altrath

"A wel regulated militia being necessary for the
security of a free state, the right of the people to keep and bear
arms shall not be infringed.”

No other sentence in the U.S. Congtitution has become
such a source of controversy in modern America. That it has
become so is more a testament to purposeful distortion than to
any obscure or diffused intended meaning. How has this come
to be? The answer issimple, and yet not so simple.

This column will address the original (and still valid)
meaning of the Second Amendment, the distortions of that
meaning, and how the distortions have been able to become ¢
part of serious mainstream debate.

There is one incontrovertible fact: the Second
Amendment does not pertain to the keeping and bearing of
sporting arms.  The Ninth Amendment may in fact cover that
class of arms, but not the Second.

Consider that those who ratified the Bill of Rights were
not concerned about sport. They were very concerned about
political oppression and having the means with which to combat
it. They had recently fought a hard civil war (remember, they
were subjects of the crown, and in rebellion).

Additionally, they understood the need for people to be
able to protect themselves against violent acts of personal
crime. This redity is reflected in the New Jersey State
Congtitution as well. Article one of that document recognizes
the right of self-defense and protection of property. Our right to
fulfill these natural considerations has become severdly limited.

In the next few NJL issues, this column will address
U.S. Supreme Court decisions on Second Amendment grounds,
as well as both Federal and New Jersey state legidatior
pertaining to gun control. Aspects of the history of the militia
will be referenced from time to time. There should be some
surprises for some people in these articles, and questions about
these matters can be sent to me at the address below. The most
frequently asked questions will be answered in the column,
Space permitting.

Hopefully, through increased understanding and a
willingness to actively pursue the restoration of our unalienable
rights, we can reduce the level of violence in our society, and
also keep legidators aware of their obligations to us, the people.

There's adisclaimer that thisis just a report
of what they've said -- it's up to you to decide what
you think.

Government Doesn’t Work: NASA

During the Cold War, who would have thought that the day would come when the Russians are actually more free
market oriented than the Unites States? The National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) opposes free
enterprise initiatives and produces the results of a monopoly — higher prices and inferior products while Energia, Russia's
mostly privatized space agency, is pursuing capitalism despite the opposition of NASA. Neil Armstrong may have left his
footprint on the moon, but it appears the Russians have actually won the space race since they learned the lesson of free
enterprise whilethe U.S. and NASA have been sliding towards socialism.

According to Edward Hudgins, Director of Regulatory Studies at the Cato Ingtitute, in the 1970's,
American Rocket Company offered to sell launch services to NASA and to private businesses — NASA declined.
In the 1980’ s, Space Industries offered to launch a space station for NASA at 1/50 to /100 the cost and 10 years
earlier than NASA’s planned space station — NASA declined. And in the late 19080's the Commerce
Department asked private companies if building a permanent, manned moon base was redlistic, the private
company representatives stated it was possible —if NASA was not involved.

NASA has thwarted commercial space ventures for decades since it has a virtual monopoly on space travel.
Without competition, NASA, with its $14.5 billion per year budget, has been very slow to bring the benefits of space to the
masses. Without competition, it has costs that are way too high. A good example is the International Space Station (1SS),
which isbeing built with the participation of Russian, Japanese, Canadian and European partners. Inthe 1980's, the budget
for this project was $8 billion for a station holding seven astronauts; now the budget is $50 billion to hold three. (When all
the large players cooperate that istechnically an oligopoly, but the effect is still the same.)

As for Energia, we need look no further that the Mir Space Station and Dennis Tito to see the potential of free
enterprise.

Energia had decided to give up on Mir and participate in the ISS when private money came forth to fund MirCorp
with plans to turn the space station into a for profit enterprise. Walter Anderson, a telecommunications multi-millionaire
and the entrepreneur behind MirCorp, had plenty of ideas on how to commercialize space. Bernard Darnton, writing for
Free Radical Online attributes plans of microgravity research on pharmaceuticals, new metal aloys and pure materials for
the electronics industry and a space based Internet portal to MirCorp’ s President, Jeffrey Manber.

Other money making ideas that went beyond the planning stages included a TV show (the producer of “Survivor”
had already signed an agreement), advertising (Pizza Hut has already paid the Russians for putting its logo on a launch
rocket and Taco Bell had a mgjor promotion on the splash down of Mir), telecommunications (According to James
Pinkerton of the New America Foundation, the planetary satellite businessis already a $100 billion per year business.) and
entertainment such as gambling and joy rides into space.

NASA, however, had other plans and has done everything in its power to stop MirCorp. They nixed the idea of
letting unused Russian Progress resupply rockets be purchased and used by MirCorp. Pressured by NASA, the US State
Department delayed an export license for equipment that would have allowed Mir to use less energy, and eventually Mir
was allowed to burn up in the atmosphere. However, it should be noted that MirCorp did sponsor the first privately funded
space flight proving that free enterprise can work in space.

MirCorp also charged Dennis Tito, an American financier, a reported $20 million for a flight into space.
Originally scheduled to fly to the Mir space station, the Russians are now trying to get him to the ISS against NASA’s
objections. NASA claims Tito, a former NASA rocket engineer who has been training with Russian cosmonauts since
August 2000 is unqualified and could endanger the mission, yet NASA did not have any problems sending Sen. Jake Garn
and Rep. Bill Nelson into space. They were qualified —qualified to lobby and approve more funding for NASA.

NASA may have been effective in the past during the space race with the Soviets when they were competing.
However, NASA has outlived its usefulness. The American people, and for that matter, the rest of the world, would be
better served if NASA were privatized and true competition were to occur. The commercialization of space and its unique
benefits would then be enjoyed much sooner at a dramatically lower cost.

It took about 35 years from the Wright brothers' first flight to commercial air service. It has now been over 40
years, and counting, since Y uri Gargarin’s first manned space flight. In this age of Internet speed, how much longer will we
have to wait? The answer will depend of which model the development of space follows — US socialism or Russian free
enterprise. The Russians have so far not backed down on their plans to let Tito fly on April 30. If NASA and the other
countries participating in the 1SS prevent Tito from flying, it will be one more, small step for socialism and one large strike
against free enterprise.

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Smokers: Areyou unnecessarily paying

New Jersey Taxes?
By John Paff

When | was in Florida this winter, a smoker friend and |
dropped by a smoke shop located on an Indian Reservation
just outside the City of Davie in Broward County. We found
his brand, Marlboro Lights, on sale for $23 per carton—$&
off of the regular price because of a tobacco company
promotion. We were astonished at the price, since the exact
same carton costs in the area of $40 in New Jersey.

The sales clerk explained that Indian Reservation
cigarette vendors are exempt from Florida's state cigarette
tax and sales tax. After returning to New Jersey, | spoke
with another smoker friend of mine and learned that he's
been mail-ordering cigarette from an Indian Reservation in
upstate New York for years. My friend, who is aso a
Libertarian, said that he mail orders his cigarettes not only to
save money, but also because it warms his heart to deprive
the State of New Jersey of some tax revenue.

In addition to its 6% state sales tax, New Jersey also
levies an additional 4¢ tax per cigarette. That's $8.00 per
carton for the cigarette tax and approximately $2.00 per
carton more for the sales tax—a total of ten bucks in taxes
for each carton. These taxes can be avoided or at least
deferred by mail-ordering cigarettes from an Indian
Reservation.

Before writing this article, |1 dropped by a 7-11 and ¢
Shop Rite in Somerset County to see what they charge for
premium cigarettes. The 7-11 clerk said that he typically
charges $37.56, inclusive of all taxes. The Shop Rite was
higher-$40.06 with taxes included.

A small caveat here. Although | haven't researched it,
being familiar with the ways of New Jersey, | wouldn’t doubt
that there's a state law that requires people to pay cigarette
and sales tax even if they buy from an Indian Reservation.
Supporting this suspicion is the fact that many of the
reservation web sites proclaim “we don’'t share sales
information with any state taxing authority.”

Of interest is that cigarettes purchased by the US
Veterans Administration are exempt from the New
Jersey cigarette tax provided they are purchased “from
donations for free distribution to and for consumption
by hospitalized veterans housed in State institutions.”

I checked afew of the web sites of tobacco shops on the
Cattaraugus Indian Reservation in New York, one of the
reservations of the Seneca Nation of Indians, and found that
premium brands went for approximately $28.30 per carton,
postpaid. Also, $5.00 per carton discounts are sometimes
available on selected premium brands (e.g. at the time of this
writing, HOT Enterprises (www.hot-ent.com - (888) 829-
8643) is selling Kool's for $23.30 per carton, postpaid).
Generic and “Value Priced” brands sell for $12.50 to $25.5C
per carton, postpaid, depending on brand.

If you or your smoker friends want to locate the web
pages of cigarette vendors, enter “14081 cigarettes” into your
search engine. 14081 is the zip code for Irving, New York,
which is where many of the Cattaraugus reservation smoke
shops are located.

Your April 5 article on racial profiling in Maryland,
"Maryland's ACLU casts an eye northward," showed why we
should not focus on Justice Peter Veniero.
